This tool allows students to develop an outline of a person whose biography or
autobiography they have just read; it can also be used before students write their own autabiography,
Specific prompts ask students to describe a person’s significance, background, and personality. The finished
printout can be folded into  fun cube shape that can be used for future reference
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Today’s Task 
Today you are to create a Bio-Cube on Charlie Chaplin
‘What is a Bio-Cube?’ I hear you say.

A Bio-Cube is a cool interactive way of create a biography of person or group. There are six (6) sides to the cube, so you need to research six (6) different types of information, such as background information, important quotes, significance of the person and the obstacles he/she faced.
